Minutes
Wayne Planning Board Meeting
December 4, 2019

Board Members present:  Chair Steve McLaughlin, Ford Stevenson, Reed Lee,  Fred Duplisea.  Seth Emery arrived shortly after the meeting commenced.
Others present:  Planning Board alternates Andrew Gorrill and Laura Briggs were also present.
The Board reviewed and approved the minutes of the November 6, 2019 meeting.
Old Business:
Timber Harvesting and Related Activities in Shoreland Areas:  The Chair attended a Selectboard meeting to discuss the problem of the recent amendments to the ordinance being insufficient to trigger state enforcement, providing the Selectboard with the statement the Board had reviewed and edited in the prior meeting.  The Chair reported that while the Selectboard took no official action, the consensus of its members appeared to support removal of the “no cut” language in the buffer zone as applicable to Timber Harvesting and Related Activities in Shoreland Areas also zoned Resource Protection, in order to qualify for state enforcement of the state regulations.  The Chair stated that a special town meeting is expected to be held in January, 2020 for another matter, and suggested the necessary modifications to the zoning ordinance could be acted upon at the same time.  The special town meeting is tentatively scheduled  for January 21.  In the event that becomes the date, the Planning Board could comply with necessary notice and hearing provisions by scheduling a Public Hearing on the proposed ordinance changes on January 8, 2020.  It was noted that the regularly scheduled Planning Board meeting would fall on January 1, this year, an inconvenient date for all.
The Board discussed possible proposed changes to the zoning ordinance to achieve the goals of state enforcement of state rules for Timber  Harvesting and Related Activities in Shoreland Areas and clarity regarding the same.  Ford Stevenson moved that the ordinance modifications specified in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein be presented to the Town for action at a special town meeting.  Mr. Duplisea seconded the motion, which unanimously passed.  Mr. Emery moved that the Planning Board take the necessary steps so that these proposed changes may be acted on at the special town meeting to be scheduled to deal with another matter this winter.  Mr. Stevenson seconded the motion, which unanimously passed.  The Chair will contact the Maine Forest Service to provide it with a copy of the proposed modifications to review to ensure their acceptability to it and obtain the presence  of its  representative at the public hearing; the Chair will also provide the proposed modifications to  the Town Manager and ask him to provide the appropriate notices to hold a public hearing on the proposed zoning changes on January 8, 2020 AND to hold the Planning Board’s monthly meeting on January 8, 2020 as well.
The Chair reported he has not had an opportunity to submit our shoreland zoning ordinance provisions to the DEP for review and approval, but will attempt to do so this month.
New Business:
1.  The Chair will ask the Town Manager to complie a notebook containing the Town ordiances for new Planning Board alternate, Andrew Gorrill.
2. The Chair circulated a draft of a statement to the Selectboard urging them to take the steps necessary to fill the CEO position.  Board members suggested various changes; the Chair will redraft and forward it to the Selectboard, providing Planning Board members with a copy.
3. The Board discussed commencing a comprehensive review of the zoning ordinance.  Ms. Briggs
suggesting obtaining a “model” ordinance from KVCOG, or another town noted for having a decent ordinance, for comparison to assist in reviewing and discussing the same.  She also suggested scheduling meetings as necessary to deal with portions of the ordinance in a methodical manner.  The Chair will check into obtaining a model ordinance from KVCOG.  It was noted that the state minimum guidelines for shoreland zoning could provide a model to facilitate discussion too.

No further business appearing, the meeting adjourned.
