Minutes
Wayne Planning Board Meeting
June 7, 2017

Board Members Present:  Ford Stevenson, Reed Lee, Seth Emery, and  Stephen McLaughlin.  Alternates Kristin Angell and Laura Briggs were also present.
Others present:  CEO Ken Pratt.  Mary and Wayne Colgate and Kate Ballou attended the public hearing scheduled at 6:30 pm for the proposed Verrill subdivision on Strickland Ferry Road (also known as the Strickland Meadows Subdivision).
1.  The Public Hearing on the Strickland Meadows Subdivision commenced at 6:30 pm. The CEO provided the chair with documentation showing compliance by the applicant with ordinance requirements as to notice to abutters.  Mr. Tom Kennison appeared on behalf of the applicant.  He answered questions posed by members of the public and the Board, and addressed the review standards contained in the subdivision ordinance.  Public comments were received; none contained information indicating the proposed subdivision might fail to meet applicable ordinance standards.  The public hearing was closed.
2.  Chair Ford Stevenson designated Alternate Kristin Angell to sit for Mr. Duplessis, who was absent.
3. Minutes of the May 3, 2017 Planning Board Meeting were approved as circulated.
4. The Board undertook final review of the Strickland Meadows Subdivision application.  Mr. Kennison clarified that under the final proposed plan, the open space area designated on the plan would be divided and conveyed to individual lot owners;  each lot owner’s open space area would be encumbered by a certain easement in favor of the other lot owners in the subdivision.  Likewise, each owner of a lot in the subdivision would have rights contained in that  easement to use the open space area conveyed to the other lot owners.  Mr. Kennison provided a copy of a letter dated June 1, 2017 from David Dow, Esq., containing the language proposed to be used in each deed with respect to the open space area.  There was discussion as to whether that proposed deed language was sufficient to create the easements as intended and/or to comply with the ordinance requirements with respect to open space.  Mr. Kennison expressed unwillingness to change any proposed language without consulting Mr. Dow.  The Board went through the subdivision standards of review contained in Section I, paragraph b with Mr. Kennison, and found each applicable standard met.  It was moved by Mr. McLaughlin that the subdivision be approved with the condition that the relevant language submitted by Mr. Kennison to the Board in the documents entitled “Common Area Agreement to be included in the deed of transfer”, “Town of Wayne Me. Planning Board June 1, 2017” and  June 7, 2017 letter of Mr. Dow be included in each deed of transfer.  Copies of those documents are appended to these minutes.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Emery and unanimously passed. Mr. Pratt will draft findings of fact on this subdivision application for the Planning Board’s records.
5. No representatives of the map company attended the meeting to discuss the zoning map.  The chair will speak to the Town Manager to arrange a meeting.
6. The revised subdivision application form was discussed.  It was suggested that the language contained in paragraph c of Section H of the Subdivision Ordinance be added to the application form, to notify applicants they might be responsible for costs required for the Board to hire consultants as needed by the Board.  Mr. McLaughlin also brought to the Board’s attention a policy adopted by the Planning Board in May, 1988 requiring an applicant to pay for a consultant to assist the Board in its review of proposed subdivision roads.  A copy of that policy is currently provided along with the application form to subdivision applicants.  Mr. McLaughlin agreed to retype that policy to match the application form and add the paragraph c language to the form, for final approval of the revised application form at the next Planning Board Meeting.
No further business appearing, the meeting adjourned.
