Minutes
Wayne Planning Board
April 4, 2018


Board Members present:  Ford Stevenson, Reed Lee, Stephen McLaughlin, Fred Duplessis.  Alternate Laura Briggs was also present.

Others present:  CEO Ken Pratt and the Town Manager.

Mr. McLaughlin commenced the meeting in the Chair’s initial absence.


The Board accepted the Minutes of the March 7, 2018 meeting.

New Business:  The Board discussed with the Town Manager what actions must be taken when in order to bring the proposed zoning map and certain ordinance changes before the town for approval at the June 2018 Town Meeting.  Aaron said there is not sufficient time left to include the matters for action on the ballot, but they could be included on the warrant for the Town meeting scheduled for June 13, 2018, which is how proposed ordinance changes have historically been dealt with.  The Selectmen will be approving a warrant for the Town Meeting at their May 15, 2018 meeting.  A public hearing must be held on the proposed ordinance map and changes prior to inclusion in that warrant; thirteen day notice is required for the public hearing.  Thus, in order for the ordinance matters to be included in the town meeting warrant to be presented to the Selectmen on May 15, the public hearing could take place at the May 2, 2018 Planning Board meeting; notice of that hearing would need to be placed in the Kennebec Journal on or before April 19, 2018. The Board agreed to meet those deadlines.  Aaron actually places the notice and prepares the warrant.  Mr. Stevenson said notice of the public hearing should also be placed in The Wayne Messenger.

The Town Manager said the revised zoning map incorporating the changes discussed by the Board at its March meeting should be available for review by the Board sometime this week; he will notify Mr. Stevenson when it is available, who will set up a date for a workshop for Planning Board members to review it one last time. 

Old Business: The Board decided that insufficient time exists for it to address the matters listed on the Agenda for the April 4, 2018 meeting in paragraphs numbered 2 and 3 under “Follow up, proposed ordinance changes/corrections” at this year’s town meeting, and agreed to delay working on those areas.  The Board agreed that the old language describing certain areas of the North Wayne Village Residential zone approved by the town is difficult to understand and inconsistent with the proposed new zoning map, and should be deleted.  The Board agreed upon certain language to replace it describing the zone” as shown on” the map, and particularly describing a portion of its westerly boundary; Mr. McLaughlin will incorporate that language into his working copy of the ordinance containing the deletions, modifications and additions proposed by the Board for town consideration.

The Board also agreed to recommend deletion of Part Two, Article II, D, 4 describing the review process/time line for dealing with conditional use applications, and agreed upon language to replace it, which Mr. McLaughlin will also incorporate into his working copy of the ordinance.

Mr. McLaughlin’s  version of the ordinance, containing the proposed deletions, corrections and additions that the Board has approved, and the revised zoning map, need to be available at the Town office at the time the notice of the public hearing appears in the Kennebec Journal, that is, on or before April 19, 2018.

The meeting ended, with the Board understanding that a workshop would be scheduled for the Board to review the zoning map showing the revisions agreed upon by the Board at its March 7, 2018 meeting after the Town Manager notifies the Chair that the map is available.
