Minutes
Wayne Planning Board Meeting
September 6, 2017

Board Members present:  Ford Stevenson, Reed Lee, Seth Emery and Stephen McLaughlin.  Alternates Kristin Angell and Laura Briggs were also present.
Others present: CEO Ken Pratt, Margot Gyorgy, Gina LaMarche, Sam Saunders and Mark Birtwell
Chair Ford Stevenson designated Laura Briggs to sit for Mr. Duplessis, who was absent.
Old Business:
1. Zoning Map:  The chair reviewed the substance of the August 2, 2017 meeting with the representative of the map company, who will redo the zoning map and get back to the Board.  The CEO stated that the map company was waiting to hear from the Board on the document entitled “Note”, which the CEO had provided to Board members.  The “Note” included certain comments and explanations applicable to the zoning map.  The Board agreed that existing text descriptions of the zoning districts should be inserted into the ordinance for approval when the map is put forth for town approval.  The Board had no further comments on the “Note.”   
2. Mr. McLaughlin is waiting to obtain current information on the construction of streets  from the Maine Department of Transportation, which is relevant to approval of a revised subdivision application.  The question of approval was delayed to a later meeting when that information will be available.
3. The Board will discuss proposed ordinance amendments at a later date.
New Business:
1.  Representatives of Sustain Wayne spoke to the Board regarding the status of their efforts to salvage and use the Masonic building on the Mill Stream.  A consultant, Brian Kent, has been hired to address several issues, including traffic, parking and septic, which are raised by the potential use of this property and which also affect existing business in the area, creating opportunities for cooperation in addressing these matters.  An engineering firm has been hired to perform a structural assessment of the building, prepare a budget for the project and engage in preliminary discussions with DEP as to certain work which will be necessary.  A meeting is scheduled with the State Plumbing Inspector to discuss septic issues.
The chair thanked the representatives for the update, and reminded them to make the zoning ordinance and other applicable town ordinances available to their consultants since those ordinances control what may be done with the building and the uses to which it may be put.
2.  The CEO provided certain documents regarding land owned by Mr. and Mrs. George Dragonetti on the Pond Road.  Apparently the Dragonettis are considering the construction of certain storage buildings on the lot.  The Board noted that the lot as represented on the documents provided to it does not appear to meet the requirements of a “buildable” lot in the applicable zones, under the zoning ordinance.  Although no deeds were provided to demonstrate when the lot was created, there was some suggestion that it was established as a separate lot in 2003.  There was no evidence that it is a “non-conforming lot of record” under the zoning ordinance.  Thus, while the Board acknowledged that there was no application before it,  it expressed serious doubt that the lot could meet the requirements of the ordinance for the issuance of any building permit.
3. The CEO provided the Board with certain information submitted to him by Mr. Willam Wood, Jr., who is considering the purchase of property located on the Fairbanks Road and plans to build a new garage on it.  Mr. McLaughlin noted that the sketch provided stated both that there would be no septic system and that there would be running water; ordinarily “running water” requires a septic system to deal with the gray water.  No action was requested of the Board.
