Committee Meeting Minutes – April 6, 2017

Members Present: Theresa Kerchner, Sandra Dwight-Barris, Leslie Burhoe, Jane Davis, Tammy Birtwell (for part of the meeting).

Minutes: Minutes from the meeting of November 14, 2016 were revised and approved.

Annual Report: Theresa shared it and asked for input. She will submit it to the town manager.

Financial Report: Sandra will get the expanded report from the town manager, so that we can confirm our expenses from last season. She will check on a discrepancy as well. With our balance at only $418, it was decided to raise the annual vendor fee to $4 per week rather than $3, for a total of $60 for the season, unless prorated for a partial season.  Leslie will remind the vendors to pay their fee by the second week of the market.

2017 Vendors: Leslie has heard from all the vendors except Snafu Acres. Other than Wholesome Holmstead, everyone she heard from is planning to return this year. An application was received from a potential new vegetable vendor, Kyle Contento of Turner, who is new to farming. A discussion was held, with a decision postponed until Leslie and Tammy speak with Cindy from Cranberry Rock Farm. Since he is new to farming, it might be best to let him get more experience before committing to the market.
Leslie will set up a pre-market meeting for mid-May, inviting all the vendors to the park.

Martha Hoddinott is interested in running the craft table this year. Dawna Gardner has also expressed an interest, perhaps during weeks that Martha is away.

Other Market Activities: Sam Saunders would like to continue his cooking demonstrations this year. Stan Davis would like to play music most Saturdays.

House Tour: The Wayne House Tour is scheduled for September 9. Although the market is scheduled to run from May 27 to September 2 (Labor Day weekend), vendors might want to extend for a week. Theresa will contact house tour coordinator Dee Richardson to see if the tour might include the Wayne Farmers’ Market in its publicity and on its map.

Publicity:  Jane will submit an article to the Wayne Messenger for May, and will arrange weekly ads in the Community Advertiser throughout the market season. It would be nice to get a better looking sign for the island near the community events board. Jane will investigate the cost at Minuteman Signs.
