A. Description of Course

The work shall consist of constructing a Hot Mix Asphalt Pavement using designated mix
types for the roadways, sidewalks and parking lots as proposed in SECTION 1. All work
shall be constructed as outlined in this contract and as directed by the Municipal
Representative.

-B. Equipment Requirements

D. Materials

The job mix formula shall state the source, gradation, and percentage of each fraction of
the aggregate and filler, if required. It shall state the name of the refiner and the supplier

of the particular bituminous material to be used and the plant location.

Butt joints shall be used at any intersecting of any existing pavement at the
beginning and end of the project.

Contractor shall place reflective delineator posts, spaced a minimum of every
100" apart, in areas where shoulder drop is 2 inches or more from the
pavement surface.

The construction of Hot Mix Asphalt shall be carried on only when the
surface on which the material is to be placed is dry, and when the atmospheric
temperature is above 50 F and rising, and all paving will be completed by Oct
1%, shim must place by July 13th unless otherwise agreed upon by Road
Commissioner and Contractor.

All existing paved surfaces to be newly paved shall be thoroughly cleaned by
the contractor and dry and shall be tack coated prior to placement at a rate of
.02 — 0.05gal/sy. In addition, any manholes or caich basins will be adjusted at
the direction of the Municipal Representative. All paving operations shall
cease when the surface to repave is wet.

All traffic control will be provided by the Contractor and all traffic control
devices and setups shall conform to the latest edition of Part VI of the Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD).

The cross-slope of the final paved surface shall be as close as possible to a
uniform cross-section utilizing materials estimated above in the bid
documents, except in super elevated areas. If noted in contract documents to
place shim to desired grade and crosslope, a desirable cross slope would be
15 per foot of lane width (2%).

Surface tolerances shall be checked according to MAINEDOT Standard
Specifications, sections 401.101.

All mixing, spreading, finishing, and compacting and constructing joints shall
meet MAINEDOT Standard Specifications, sections 401.14, 401.15, 401.16,
401.17 respectively.

1. If the Municipal Representative requests it, the Contractor shall remove portions

of the finished work as may be directed. After examination, the Contractor shall
restore the removed areas of the work to the standards of the specifications.

1.0 DEFINITIONS

The term Road Commissioner or his designee of the awarding authority.

The term Designee shall mean an employee of the awarding authority, designated by the Road
Commissioner.

The term Contractor shall mean a professional company contracted by the awarding authority to
petform work under this agreement.

2.0 DESCRIPTION

This specification covers requirements for materials, manufacture, and application of asphalt-
rubber as a stress absorbing membrane (SAM). This specification shall consist of an application
of a combined reacted mixture of hot paving grade asphalt and ground rubber followed
immediately with a cover material. Prep work shall also be completed in this contract prior to the
application of the ARSAM

3.0 MATERIALS

3.1  DBase Asphalt Binder:
The base asphalt binder shall have a PG (Performance Grade) of PG58-28. The supplier may
substitute PG64-28 where needed to meet the requirements of ASTM D 6114 (type IT). The
intended PG must be used in the mix design and for the Asphalt-Rubber blending.

3.2 Asphalt-Rubber Binder:
The physical requirements for the Asphalt-Rubber binder shall conform to ASTM D 6114 type 1l
specifications. The minimum percentage of ground rubber shall be 15% by weight of the total
Asphalt-Rubber binder.
The reclaimed vulcanized rubber shall be produced primarily from the processing of automobile
and truck tires. The rubber shall be produced by the ambient temperature grinding processes
only. The specific gravity of reclaimed vulcanized ground rubber shall be not less than 1.10 and
not greater than 1.20. Rubber for use in Asphalt-Rubber binder shall be free of loose fabric, wire
and other contaminants. Up to 4 percent (by weight of rubber) calcium carbonate or talc may be
added to prevent caking or sticking of the particles together. The ground rubber shall be
sufficiently dry so as to be free flowing and not produce foaming when blended with the hot PG
binder.

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The aggregate shall conform to the requirement of appropriate state or local specifications for
crushed stone. Crushed gravel stone will not be permitted. Percentage of wear as determined by
the Los Angeles Abrasion Test (AASHTO-T96) shall be a maximum of 35. The aggregate shall
be pre-heated to a temperature between 200°F and 300°F, and be pre-coated with 0.4% to 0.8%
(by weight of aggregate) of PG 58-28, PG 64-28 or PG 64-22 asphalt binder prior to application.

40 ASPHALT-RUBBER MIXING AND REACTION
4.1  Mixing and Reaction Equipment:
The method and equipment for combining the ground rubber and PG asphalt binder shall be so
designed and accessible that the Engineer can readily determine the percentage of cach material
being incorporated into the mixture.
Equipment utilized in the production and proportioning of Asphalt-Rubber binder shall include
the following as a minimum:
e An asphalt heating tank or heat exchanger with hot oil heat transfer to heat the
PG asphalt binder to the necessary temperature before blending with the ground
rubber. This unit shall be equipped with a thermostatic heat control device.
e A mechanical blender shall be utilized for proper proportioning and thorough
mixing of the PG asphalt binder and ground rubber. This unit shall have a
Coriolis type mass flow meter capable of measuring and recording the flow ratc
and total quantity of asphalt binder in both gallons and weight. The quantity of
ground rubber shall be determined by weight utilizing either a hopper equipped
with load cells or a feeder equipped with a belt scale. The percentage of ground
rubber based on total asphalt rubber binder shall be recorded.
¢ An asphalt rubber storage tank equipped with a heating system to maintain the
proper temperature of the binder and an internal mixing unit capable of
maintaining a homogeneous mixture of asphalt and ground rubber.

42  Mixing:
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The temperature of the asphalt binder shall be between 325°F and 400°F at the time of addition
of the ground rubber. Ensure that there are no agglomerations of rubber particles in excess of two
inches in the least dimension in the mixing chamber.
The Contractor shall document that the proportions are accurate and that the rubber has been
uniformly incorporated into the mixture. Ensure that the crumb rubber and asphalt binder are
thoroughly mixed. Rubber floating on the surface or agglomerations of rubber particles is
evidence of insufficient mixing. Maintain the temperature of the asphalt-rubber binder
immediately after mixing between 325°F and 375°F for a minimum of 45 minutes before use.

43  Testing and Certification:
The materials shall be tested and certified by an AMRL accredited laboratory meeting the
requirements of ASTM D 6114 type II specifications.
The contractor shall submit with the bid a Quality Control Plan from the Asphalt Rubber supplier
meeting the requirements of AASHTO R-26 format.

5.0 EQUIPMENT
5.1  Distributor Truck:

On projects exceeding 35 tons of liquid asphalt rubber, at least two pressure-type bituminous
distributor trucks in good condition will be required. The distributor shall be equipped with an
internal heating device capable of heating the material evenly up to 425°F; an internal mixing
unit capable of maintaining a proper mixture of asphalt cement and granulated rubber; have
adequate pump capacity to maintain a high rate of circulation in the tank and to spray the
asphalt-rubber at a viscosity of 1,500 to 5,000 centipoise; have adequate pressure devices and
suitable manifolds to provide constant positive cut-off to prevent dripping from the nozzles.
Distributor shall be equipped with an electronically controlled computerized compensation unit
for controlling application rates at various width and speed changes. The application unit shall
have electromic controls and a digital read out installed and operated from the inside of the cab of
the distributor. The distribution bar on the distributor shall be fully circulating. Any distributor
that produces a streaked or irregular distribution of the material shall be promptly repaired or
removed from the project.

Distributor equipment shall include a tachometer, pressure gauges, volume measuring devices,
and a thermometer for reading temperature of tank contents. Controls for spray bar shall be
located in cab of truck, for controlling width and rate of spray of product. It shall be so
constructed that uniform applications may be made at the specified rate per square yard with a
tolerance of plus or minus 0.05 gallon per square yard.

A “bootman” shall accompany the distributor and ride in a position so that all spray bar nozzles
are in his full view and readily accessible for unplugging.
5.2 Hauling Equipment:
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Tank trucks utilized for the transportation of asphalt rubber shall be equipped with a heating
system to maintain the proper temperature of the binder and an internal mixing/agitation unit
capable of maintaining a homogeneous mixture of asphalt and ground tire rubber while in transit.
Trucks for hauling cover material shall be rear discharge conveyor-fed or “live bottom” trucks
and shall be equipped with a device to lock onto the hitch at the rear of the chip spreader to
prevent aggregate spillage.
Sufficient hauling vehicles will be available to ensure continuous operation of the distributor and
chip spreader.

5.3  Aggregate Spreader:
The aggregate spreader shall be hydrostatically driven and self-propelled. It must be equipped
with a hydraulically controlled variable adjustable head that is capable of spreading stone in
widths from 4.5 to 18 feet. The spreader shall be mounted on pneumatic tires, and shall apply the
stone on the road surface in a manner that ensures that the tires do not contact the road surface
until after the stone has been applied. The unit shall be equipped with an electronic radar type
sensor used to measure ground speed and will automatically adjust the stone application rate
depending on width of application and the speed of chip spreader. It shall have the ability to
apply stone on any grade from 0 - 6%. The spreader shall be equipped with an integral hopper
with a minimum capacity of 5 tons of stone which shall be filled by trucks in a manner which
ensures that the truck tires never come in contact with asphalt treated road surfaces until the
stone has been properly applied. To maintain constant stone application, a self-locking truck
hitch will permit towing of aggregate trucks without stopping the chip spreader. It will be
capable of maintaining positive engagement over irregular terrain. :

5.4  Pneumatic-Tired Roller:
A minimum of two (2) self-propelled, multiple wheel, pneumatic-tired rollers shall be used, and
at least one shall weigh a minimum of 12 tons, and shall have a total compacting width of at least
56 inches.

5.5  Self-Propelled Rotary Pick-up Sweepers:
A minimum of two (2) self-propelied rotary pick-up sweepers shall be used. They shall be
designed, maintained, equipped, and operated so that the pavement surface can be swept clean.
The rotary sweepers shall be equipped with adjustable down pressure on the sweeper heads and
shall be capable of temporarily storing the picked up material from the surface of the pavement
for disposal offsite.

6.0 CONSTRUCTION PROCEDURES

6.1  Preparation:
The awarding authority shall crack seal (if needed), repair potholes, other areas of pavement
failure, and major depressions in the existing pavement surface. The awarding authority shall
place a leveling course on planed, milled or existing surface, if required.
The contractor shall thoroughly clean the surface by sweeping immediately prior to application
of the asphalt-rubber and be responsible for covering all utility irons just prior to application and
uncovering after aggregate is spread.
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6.2  Seasonal and Weather Limitations:
The asphalt-rubber shall not be applied when weather conditions are unfavorable to obtaining a
uniform spread. Construction shall proceed only when the atmospheric temperature is at least
50°F and rising. No water shall be present on the road surface. SAM’s shall not be applied after
September 15 as a final surface.

6.3  Asphalt-Rubber Application:
The asphalt-rubber mixture shall be applied at a temperature of 325°F to 400°F at a rate of 0.50

to 0.65 gallons per square yard. Exact application rate to be determined by the aggregate
gradation, traffic volume and pavement condition.
Longitudinal joints shall be reasonably true to line and parallel to centerline. Where any
construction joint occurs, the edges shall be broomed back and blended so there are no gaps and
the elevations are the same, and free from ridges and depressions. Longitudinal joints shall be
overlapped from 4 to 6 inches.
During application, adequate provision shall be made to prevent marring and discoloration of
adjacent pavements, structures, vehicles, foliage or personal property.

6.4  Aggregate Application:
The application of aggregate shall follow as close as possible behind the application of the hot
asphalt-rubber which shall not be spread further in advance of the aggregate spread than can be
immediately covered. Construction equipment or other vehicles shall not drive on the uncovered
asphalt-rubber. The hot-precoated aggregate shall be spread uniformly by a self-propelled
spreader at a rate of spread directed by the Agency, generally between 30 to 40 pounds per
square yard. Any deficient areas shall be covered with additional material.

6.5  Rolling:
A minimum of two (2) pneumatic-tired rollers shall be used for aggregate embedment into the
hot asphalt-rubber. Rolling shall commence immediately following spread of aggregate. There
shall be at least three coverages by the pneumatic-tired roller to embed the aggregate particles
firmly into the asphalt-rubber. Coverage shall be as many passes as are necessary to cover the
entire width being spread with a pass being one movement of a roller in either direction,

6.6  Sweeping:
When the maximum amount of aggregate has been embedded into the asphalt-rubber and the
pavement has cooled, all loose material shall be swept or otherwise removed by the contractor.
Contractor shall supply two (2) sweepers for the day of application. This will be done at a time
and in a manner, which will not displace any embedded aggregate or damage the asphalt-rubber.
The material removed by sweeping shall be disposed of offsite.
Pre-sweeping or post-sweeping at a later date is the responsibility of the awarding authority
unless bid as a separate bid item.

Sell property to KL T for the amount of back taxes and Town’s legal costs.
Highest option for predictable conservation and public recreation.

Sale Income. KL T will purchase property for $70,000.

Tax Revenue. KLT would make payments in lieu of taxes at the current use

Managed Forest Open Space rate, which would be approximately $700 per year

Town Costs. Once the sale is complete, there would be no costs beyond that

provided to other private property. Past Town costs are recouped.

Conservation. The entire property would be under conservation. KLT exists for

conservation and will manage for the multiple values of conservation.

Management could include timber management.

Recreation. Public use, such as hiking and hunting, is an important part of KLT

management. KLT is structured to manage property for conservation and public

use of property. It will bear the cost of constructing and maintaining public use

facilities, such as trails, kiosks, parking lots, picnic tables, etc. Public use is

subject to KLT policies.

Predictability. This is the most predictable option. Many of the issues have

already been worked out with KLT and/or can be predicted by the demonstrated

management of other KLT lands.

Comprehensive Plan. This option contributes to the Plan’s goal of conserving

15% of the Town’s remaining developable land (~1,000 acres). It also aligns with

goals related to water quality, wildlife, forests, economy and regional

cooperation.

Consider:

- Motorized recreation may be limited by KLT. It does not allow ATV use and
snowmobile use may only be allowed on a future ITS trail.

- Trapping is not generally allowed on KLT property and would require a vote of
the Board to allow on this property

- KLT would need to fundraise to acquire the property

_ Recreation uses not controlled by deed will be contingent on KLT policy.

Sell property outright with no conservation easement.
Potentially the highest cash return option

Sale Income. Property would be sold, as is, likely to the highest bidder with no
conservation easement attached. This should provide a one-time income to the
Town of approximately $275,000.



OPTION #3:

Tax Revenue. This option is likely to produce the highest tax revenue over time.

The actual tax revenue could vary significantly depending on what the future

owners choose to do with the property. Using the value at the estimated sale price

the tax revenue would be $4,675 per year.

Town costs. There would be legal costs to close the sale. Once the sale is

complete, there would be no direct costs beyond that provided to other private

property. Past Town costs are recouped. :

Conservation, recreation, predictability, suitability. The results cannot be

predicted and therefor the other elements cannot be projected because it will be

private land, managed as the owners choose. Likely no public access or open

space designation.

Comprehensive Plan. This option does not appear to support any elements of the

Plan.

Consider:

_ Actual annual tax revenue could vary greatly depending on how future owners
choose to use the land.

- To follow the Comprehensive Plan, the Town will have future costs to acquire
other land to fulfill the goal of conserving 1,000 acres of developable land. This
could amount to more than the income from this optior.

The property to be divided into 3 parcels. A} two large building lots (not to be
subdivided) west of the road, up to 12 acres each {exact locations not yet
determined), both with deeded access to the waterfront. B) the remainder of
the property, including the areas east of the private road (waterfront), and land
around the two building lots would be retained by the town {and/or land trust}
as open space land.

sale Income This should provide a one-time income to the Town of
approximately $110,000.

Tax Revenue: Future tax revenue to Town from the two lots at approximately
$3,740 combined plus from any future buildings & improvements on those lots.

Town costs: Survey, sale prep, and closing costs for the two lots. A rough
estimate of $6,000 for survey and sale prep of the of the two lots. Past Town
costs are recouped.

Conservation: 85+ acres remaining including waterfront conserved as open space
by land trust easement or ownership, or by Town ownership and Town policy.

Recreation: Public access, uses and recreation on the reserved 85+ acres will be
controlled by Town and/or easement holder.

Predictability: The location of the open space and lot areas are determinable. By
deed covenant, the 2 lots would not be divisible. Some other uses could be dealt



with via deed covenants, but the two small lots are presumed to be used as house
lots. The Town would retain management decisions for the 85+ acres. For this
land there would be a trade-off between flexibility for the Town to make future
decisions about its use, and predictability. Possible termed easement or Town
policy may be appropriate.

e Comprehensive Plan: The approximately 85 acres of conservation land could be
open space which supports elements of the Comp Plan.

¢ Considerations:

- This option will require considerable thoughtful planning efforts and
implementation by the Town. Removal of up to 24 acres from the
approximately 90 acres to the west of the private road will involve challenges of
locating the lots such that pubic access and recreation isn’t compromised.

- One of the values of conserving large parcels of land is to maintain the size of
the parcel without fragmentation. :

- Adding more abutting property owners can introduce conflict with public use.

- The Town may need to get a subdivision permit or sell a second lot five years
after the first, or sell one lot to an abutter.

OPTION #4: Town owned Forest with KLT conservation easement.

e Sale Income. Based on early information gathering, KI.T may be willing to
purchase the easement for $70,000

¢ Tax Revenue. None
Timber Revenue. Maine Woodland Owners, estimated timber revenue during
the first 20 years could amount to around $20,000 for sustainable management,
but that for an estimate a timber inventory and management plan would need to be
developed.

KLT is structured to manage
property for conservation and public use. It will bear the cost of constructing and
maintaining public use facilities, such as trails, kiosks, parking lots, picnic tables,
etc.

e Predictability. Depending on the terms of the easement, this option would likely
be the next most predictable option behind Option 1.



¢ Comprehensive Plan. This option should align with the Plan’s goals to the same
extent as Option 1.
e Consider:

- With a KLT-held easement, ATV use and trapping would likely face the same
challenges or uncertainty as in Option 1. Uses of the property and the division
of responsibility for the uses needs to be negotiated for inclusion in the
easement.

- Effective and sustainable timber management requires adhering to long-term
management plans. Because ordinances and management goals can be changed
at any Town meeting a special management arrangement, such as a termed
easement, would be needed to ensure long-term plans are followed.

- There are costs & liabilities of property ownership.

OPTION #5: Town keep as a permanent Town Forest with no easement.
Provides greatest flexibility to the Town for future use of the property.

e Sale Income. None
Tax Revenue. None

s Timber Revenue. Estimated at about $20,000 over the first 20 years, but for a
reliable estimate a timber inventory and management plan would need to be
developed.

e Town Costs. Timber management would require a timber inventory and
management plan at an estimated cost of $1,500. The Town would need to pay for
any recreational development costs. The Town could be liable for some road
maintenance costs. Past Town costs are not recouped.

¢ Conservation. Potential for benefits of Option 1 to also be gained by this option,
assuming that the intent to manage for timber and conservation is adhered to.

e Recreation. Public access is assured. Uses determined by Town policy.
Developed recreation such as parking, trails and picnic areas is less certain.

o Predictability. The Town retains flexibility to manage property uses into the
future. The more flexibility the Town retains in managing the property, the less
predictable the outcome.

o Comprehensive Plan. This option could align with the Plan’s goals to the same
extent as Option 1, but this depends on the Town committing to conservation of
the property and a reduction in flexibility.

This Accident Insurance for
Volunteers (AIV) is not intended for Fire/Rescue volunteers UNLESS a firefrescue
volunteer also volunteers for a municipal activity which does not fall under the direction of
the Fire or Rescue Department. If a fireman also volunteers in a position other than
firefrescue for your municipality, then he/she should be listed on this coverage. The
Volunteer Firefighters Blanket Accident Insurance (VFF) is a separate Program meant only
for fire/rescue Volunteers (even if paid a minimal amount) and costs $34.00 per firefrescue
volunteer.

This policy governs the use of the Town’s electronic communications and information
systems by municipal users. Users are defined as Town employees, elected officials and
appointees. All communication systems, computer equipment, software and information
transmitted by or stored in these systems are the property of the Town.

The Town retains control, custody and supervision of all computers and networks owned
or leased by the Town. As such, users have no right or expectation of privacy in
connection with the use of said equipment and/or networks. The Town also reserves the
right to monitor and remove and hardware, software, data, e-mails, social media content,
files or settings on computer related systems when deemed appropriate.

Users are not authorized to access messages or information using another person’s
password. Unauthorized duplication, dissemination, removal, installation, alteration of
files, passwords, programs or other property of the Town is prohibited.

Users are expected to sign the Acknowledgment section at the end of this Policy
signifying their commitment to comply with written directives provided by management
about Town communication and information systems. An employee who intentionally
violates any aspect of this policy may be subject to disciplinary action, including
revocation of certain system privileges or termination of employment. This policy will be
reviewed annually.

PERSONAL USE

The Town understands an employee may need to use equipment for personal use. The
usage must not preempt Town Business and must be done within the bounds of Town
policies.

Users are not allowed to use Town equipment or technology for personal business
interests, for profit or non-profit ventures, political activities or other uses deemed by the
Town Manager or designee to be inconsistent with Town business. Questions about
whether a use is appropriate should be forwarded in writing to the Town Manager or
designee for a determination.

Town of Wayne - Computer Use Policy 1
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SOFTWARE, HARDWARE, GAMES AND SCREEN SAVERS

All software and hardware required for employees to perform their job will be provided
and installed by the Town. Requests for new or different equipment or software should be
made to the Town Manager or designee.

Games are considered inappropriate in a business environment and therefore not
permitted.

Downloads, software, hardware, or other equipment, which have not been specifically
approved in writing by the Town Manager or designee may compromise the integrity of
the Town’s computer system and are prohibited.

ELECTRONIC MAIL

This section relates to both business and personal e-mail sent from a Town computer.
Personal use of the Town’s email address is not allowed.

A user’s personal e-mail accessed via a Town computer may be considered “public” data
and is not protected by privacy laws. Never transmit an e-mail you would not want made
public. Users should not expect privacy in any activity conducted on a Town-owned
computer.

All emails must comply with Town policies. Notwithstanding the Town’s right to retrieve
and read any message or information on the e-mail, Intranet or any other Town provided
and/or approved system or service, such messages or information should be treated as
confidential by other users and accessed only by the intended recipient. Users should not
attempt to gain access to another employee’s messages or information. Any exception to
this requires prior approval, from the Town Manager or designee.

STORING AND TRANSFERRING DOCUMENTS

Electronic documents, including e-mails, electronic communication and town-related
materials should be stored on the Town’s network in accordance with state Records
Retention Policy.

Incidental communication, which is not an official record or transaction of Town
business, should be deleted by the end of the business day.

Documents or electronic communication classified as protected or private information
under data practices requirements will be stored separately from other files.

Town of Wayne - Computer Use Policy 2
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If there are questions regarding whether an electronic communication or other document
is a government record for purposes of records retention laws, or is considered protected
or private under data practices, check with the Town Manager or designee. For questions
about creating an appropriate file structure for saving and storing electronic information,
consult the Town Manager or designee.

INTERNET

The following considerations apply to all uses of the Internet whether business related or
personal. The Town provides Internet access to users for Town business. Occasional
personal use of the Internet is acceptable within the bounds of all Town policies.

There is no quality control on the Internet. All information found on the Internet should
be considered suspect until confirmed by another sourced. Internet use during work hours
must be limited to subjects directly related to Town business.

Users may not at any time access inappropriate sites. Some examples of inappropriate
sites include but are not limited to adult entertainment, sexually explicit material, or
material advocating intolerance of other people, races or religions, or matters that
otherwise violate Town policies. This prohibition includes information on social media
sites such as Facebook, blogs and microblogs such as Twitter. If you are unsure whether
a site may include inappropriate information, you should not visit it. No software or files
may be downloaded from the Internet unless approved in advance by the Town Manager
or designee. Users may not participate in any Internet chat-room.

PASSWORDS and PHYSICAL SECURITY of EQUIPTMENT

The Town Manager or designee is responsible for assigning and maintaining computer
passwords. Passwords should not be shared under any circumstances. If it is necessary to
access an employee’s computer when he or she is absent, contact the Town Manager or

. designee. Passwords will not be stored near the computer. If necessary, store the
password in a locked file cabinet or a similar secure structure. Lock your workstation
whenever you are out of your office.

Do not leave Town computer equipment unattended at any off-site facility. Equipment

stored in an unattended vehicle will be stored in a secure manner and kept out of sight.
The borrower of the computer is responsible for loss or damage.

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COMMUNICATIONS & SOCIAL MEDIA POLICY

SECTION 1 - PURPOSE

This purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines for the creation, use, and distribution of public
communications and social media as a means of informing the citizens of Wayne.

For purposes of this policy, communications and social media are understood to be content
created by individuals, using accessible, expandable, and upgradable publishing technologies,
through and on the Internet. Examples of social media include Facebook, Blogs, YouTube,
Twitter, and Linkedln. For purposes of this policy, “comments” include information, articles,
pictures, videos, or any other form of communicative content posed on a Town of Wayne social
media site.

SECTION 2 — STATEMENT

The Town of Wayne (Town) has an overriding interest and expectation in deciding what is
“spoken” on behalf of the Town regarding public and social media.

The chosen means of active communication between the Town and its citizens are local
newspapers, electronic newsletters, electronic e-mails, postcards, postal correspondence, postal
newsletter, local community posters, public meetings broadcasts, cable channel bulletin board,
Facebook, and the Town website.

Content for announcements can be created by town officials, the Selectboard, Town Manager,
town staff or other town boards and committees. These announcements reflect matters and
issues of common public interest and information that relates to the Town’s functions, objectives,
and mission.

The Selectboard, Town Manager or their designee will approve the content generated by any party
other than that provided by town officials. If content is generated by any party other than town
officials, it must meet the test of common public interest and must be nonpartisan and
noncommercial.

SECTION 3 - GENERAL MANAGEMENT

1. The establishment and use by any Town department of the Town’s public and social media
are subject to approval by the Selectboard or their designee. The establishment and use by
any Town committee of the Town’s public and social media are subject to approval by the
Selectboard or their designee.

2. Town communication and social media sites should make clear that they are maintained by
the Town and that they follow the town’s Communications & Social Media Policy.

The town has assessed the property at $400,000, but that's probably high. Real estate appraisers
put a likely sale price at $275,000, which could restore an annual tax payment of $4,675.

That sounds like a lot of money in a small town’s budget, but it neglects the future value of
conserved land in a state that has seen steadily shrinking access to private land.

Once upon a time, you could hunt and fish, hike and canoe, over the length and breadth of Maine,
and hardly anyone objected to your using their land to gain access. Those days are long gone,
though they linger on as a nostalgic memory for some.

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Led by the Land for Maine's Future program and dozens of non-profit land trusts, Maine has begun
preserving properties large and small over the past three decades — though Maine will never have

the kind of grand public parks and preserves that grace so many other urban areas, save in Portland
and a few other cities.

Wayne's comprehensive plan calls for 15 percent of its open space to be conserved permanently; it
now has 3 percent saved — a strikingly low percentage compared with other area towns.
Manchester has 14 percent of its area in conservation land, while Readfield has 10 percent and
Winthrop about 7 percent. Keeping the Wilson Pond property open for public recreation and other
uses would provide a modest addition to the 600 acres now open to the public.

Maine has a long and rather short-sighted history of preferring private to public ownership.
Following statehood in 1820, the Legislature, increasingly desperate to attract settlers to the state’s
vast northern reaches, practically gave away land to any speculator showing interest.

So much disappeared to private ownership that it was only 150 years later that a legislator, aided by
environmental reporter Bob Cummings, “discovered” that there were still public lots — for schools
and churches — in the townships that had been so hastily disposed of. Their recovery provided a
modest start for recent conservation efforts that are restoring a more reasonable balance between
public and private.

In Wayne's case, it would be nice if there were a significant continuing revenue from the property
that could recoup some of the $70,000 lost in back taxes and fees incurred in the arduous process
of securing title after its previous owner lost interest. But timber on the property is immature, and
what's ready to cut is on slopes allowing only low-impact logging.

still, having access to water is a great boon to townspeople and visitors. Not many residents can
afford to live on the water, but in a region with such spectacular lakes and streams, it seems only
fair that every family have a chance to taste some of the beauty.

Selling the property would produce some financial gain, true, but at the cost of Wayne's long-term
identity. Across the country, towns and cities are attracting young residents who want bike paths
and hiking trails, safe play areas and room for their kids to roam.

A local conservation nonprofit, the Kennebec Land Trust, could purchase the property or a
conservation easement, providing a smaller amount of revenue but leaving the town with an asset
of long-term, and increasing, value — if residents prefer that instead of, say, retaining it as a town
forest.

Selectmen decided not to submit a ballot question for the Nov. 6 election, but have scheduled
ancther forum on Oct. 16. That's a chance for more opinions to be expressed, but it must also
provide a sense of direction; the Open Space Committee and other town boards have studied these
issues comprehensively.

In the end, selectmen should submit a single plan to voters, not a multiple-choice question one
speaker, perhaps naively, suggested could be resolved through ranked-choice voting. A plan that
reflects the values and interests of a broad consensus of the town is what's needed, and Wayne is
probably not far from finding it.
