Wayne Planning Board
December 5, 2018
Board members present:  Ford Stevenson, Reed Lee, Fred Duplisea.  Alternate Laura Briggs was also present.  The chair designated her to sit in for Mr. McLaughlin.
Others present:  CEO Ken Pratt, Town Manager Aaron Chrostowsky.
1.  The Board reviewed and approved the minutes of the November 7, 2018 meeting.
2. Advisability of photographic record of shoreland areas:  The town manager reported that he had talked with Colin Clark from the DEP about the use of a photographic record to aid in enforcement of shoreland rules.  Mr. Clark said he was aware of only two places that used such a record—the Portland Water District and the Belgrade Lakes Association.  Mr. Clark will talk with the Water District and get back to the town manager, who will himself follow up with the Belgrade Lakes Association and report back at a later meeting.
3. The town manager has been unable at this time to come up with a draft set of rules for the planning board.  He said he would have time to accomplish this prior to the January meeting, and will provide the draft rules to the Board members in advance of that meeting.
4. Recommendations from Town Manager and CEO concerning Planning Board Records: The town manager reported that he is planning to acquire another file cabinet to be dedicated to Planning Board records.  He will have true copies of all the town ordinances certified by the town clerk and placed in the safe for safekeeping, along with one certified copy of the Wayne Zoning Map.  As time permits he is continue to go through old town records, which includes some old planning board records, and is arranging for storage space for the same at the old town house.  He reported that there are quite good records in some Planning Board matters, but the records appear to be lacking with regard to written records of Planning Board decisions on applications made to it and records of Planning Board minutes of meetings.  It was suggested that the Board attempt to keep comprehensive records going forward, although it was not decided whose responsibility that would be.
5. Other:  Mr. Pratt reported that he would cease serving as the Town’s Code Enforcement Officer at the end of January 2019, but will continue to serve as the Licensed Plumbing Inspector  after that date.    
6. Other:  The Chair suggested that  the Board prepare a brief description of what actions may be undertaken in the Shoreland zone, and what are prohibited, for inclusion in the Messenger next April or May.  The suggestion met with approval; the Board will work on such language at a later meeting.
7. Other:  The town manager handed out his report to the selectmen with the Planning 
Board’s suggestion to establish staggered terms, and reported back that the Selectmen would like the Board to determine which member would be appointed to what length term.  The town manager also handed out information on the advisability of permitting accessory living units to provide for family members which had been provided to the selectmen by Lloyd Irland.  The  selectmen would like the Planning Board to consider the advisability of this possibility and, if deemed advisable, to come up with some language regarding the same to include in the ordinance.  The town manager said that he would provide language used by other towns dealing with this issue for consideration.
