Minutes
Wayne Planning Board Meeting
January 3, 2018


Board members present:  Ford Stevenson, Seth Emery, Steve McLaughlin.  Alternate Laura Briggs was also present.
Others present:  CEO Ken Pratt

The Board reviewed and approved the minutes of the December 6, 2017 meeting.

Old Business:

1.  Zoning Map:  The Chair reported that the Town Manager said the proposed zoning map should be available in mid-January, and thus ready for the Board to review at its February meeting.  The Chair will follow up with the Town Manager to make sure it arrives as anticipated.
2. Revised subdivision application and attachments:  Under Section H(1) of the Subdivision Ordinance, the Planning Board is authorized to develop a subdivision application form.  Mr. McLaughlin presented the revised form the Board has been working on with the most recent changes incorporated therein.  It was unanimously agreed to modify that most recent version by (1) under paragraph 2 of Other Plans or Maps Required, omitting “of or a Town of Wayne Map”, and (2) in paragraph 1 of the Policy to be attached to the subdivision application, changing the “of” following “road” to “or”.  With those two corrections, it was moved and seconded to accept and adopt the revised subdivision application and attached policy, which motion was unanimously passed.
3. Possible ordinance changes:  Mr. Pratt spoke with Charles King regarding documentation establishing the normal high water mark for Androscoggin Lake; Mr. King said he would check his records.  Mr. Pratt will follow up.
   
Mr. Pratt asked the Town Manager to order a copy of the quick reference guide to state subdivision requirements for the Planning Board’s use, to be left in the town office.

The Board discussed the following proposed revisions in Article I of the zoning ordinance:

   (A) Insert a new section “E”, paragraphs 1, 2, and 3, consisting of the description of the Village 
Residential Zone “R-1” adopted at the May 20, 1978 Town Meeting; 
(B)  Renumber present sections “E” and “F” to “F” and “G”, respectively; and                                   (C)  Insert a new section “H”, paragraphs 1 and 2, to contain descriptions of the “Village        Shoreland Zone” and the “North Wayne Village Shoreland Zone”.  Language describing the Village Shoreland Zone was available at the meeting.  Mr. McLaughlin will consult his records for the language describing the North Wayne Village Shoreland Zone.  It needs to be ascertained (hopefully by looking at the work done by Anne Hutchinson) if those descriptions were ever adopted by the Town.  Mr. Stevenson will ask the Town Manager for the notebook prepared by Ms. Hutchinson and bring it to the February meeting.  The Board discussed whether, if the descriptions had been adopted at Town Meeting, it was necessary to have them approved at Town Meeting again. It was suggested that inserting the descriptions into the zoning ordinance was changing the ordinance which would require town approval, although it could be presented to the town as no substantive change.
(D)  Renumber present section “G” to “I”.
(E) The Board also discussed the following language in section I of Article 1 of the zoning ordinance, i.e., “Any conflict between the Zoning Map and a description of metes and bounds in a deed shall be resolved in favor of the metes and bounds.”  Mr. Stevenson noted that that language is important; Ms. Briggs thought it unclear.  Ms. Briggs agreed to attempt to come up with some clarifying language; other Board members suggested looking at the proposed revised zoning map to become familiar with how lines are drawn on it before attempting any alteration.

Members of the Board expressed their thanks to Mr. McLaughlin for his work on the revised subdivision application form and attached policy.  Mr. McLaughlin also continues to keep track of the Board’s proposed revisions to the current ordinance by noting them on a copy the current ordinance in his laptop.

The Board agreed to adjourn.
