a. The Board approved Selectboard meeting minutes for March 5, 2019. (Emery/Black) (4/0)

b. The Board approved Payroll Warrant #39 in the amount of $6,966.23. (Black/Irland) (4/0). 

c. The Board approved Accounts Payable Warrant #40 in the amount of $10,396.38. (Irland/Black) (4/0). 

Business Agenda:

d. Discussion about Wilson Pond Warrant Article, and choices of language to use. The Board to make a decision by April 9. 

e. Discussion about recent accident on Route #133. Town Manager got a reply letter from Maine State DOT listing several steps they will take in next 5 years to increase road safety. Town Manager will send an acknowledgement letter, and also ask them to come speak to the Selectboard after town meeting. The Board gave the Town Manager permission to clear brush and to remove some of the embankment on curve at intersection of Besse Road and Route #133, to increase visibility.

f. Discussion Route #133 FY 2020 Roadwork. Main Street from Old Winthrop Road to the Livermore town line will be paved in 2020, but DOT said they will need to remove crosswalks on in-town Main Street because they are not compliant without sidewalks. Town Manager discussed with them possibly building sidewalks in designated places in vicinity of crosswalks, when they pave the roads, which the town will be billed for.

g. Discussion Fuller Road Ownership. The Town Manager spoke to residents who want the town to maintain Fuller Road. The Town Manager is working with Charlie King to create a deed so that the town will have ownership. The next step is to see if the Road Commissioner approves the road for meeting town standards, then it will be placed on the warrant.

h. Audit update: The Town Manager stated no major irregularities, and stated the auditors will return Thursday for a final visit.

i. Budget Update and Discussion. Town Manager attended the RSU Budget meeting last week, and they announced there will be a 9% increase on this year’s budget.

j. The Board appointed Diana McLaughlin to the Conservation Commission. (Black/Emery) (4/0)

a. Broadband Coalition email-ConnectMaine planning a grant and they want Wayne and other local towns to form a partnership. Suggestion to form a committee with a representative from the Selectboard, community, and Town Manager, to negotiate terms with them.

b. Jane Davis stated in an email that the Cary Memorial Library would like permission to place a bench at the park where Farmer’s Market sets up. 

Board Member Reports: 

a. Amy Black asked if town should follow up with the Pakulski family about their easement request for their property on Pond Road.
b. Trent Emery asked if anyone knew why Wayne was not getting an Advertiser newspaper, and Cathy Cook said she had received a phone call from Keith Peters owner of the Advertiser asking for a Wayne business list so he could solicit advertisements, because he said due to increases in postage that he had to stop the Wayne mailings.
