March 6, 2019

Board members present:  Ford Stevenson, Steve McLaughlin, Seth Emery, Fred Duplisea.
Others present: Gwen Morgan, Brian Schaultz, applicants; Tom Gilbert, Bureau of Forestry.
The meeting was called to order.  The minutes of the February meeting was reviewed. Steve McLaughlin moved to approve the minutes, Fred Duplisea seconded.  Minutes were approved.  
Gwen Morgan and Brian Schaultz own land on Rt. 133 near Beach Hill.  They want to create a 21 acre veterans’ campground.  The land is located in zone R-3, which would allow a campground.  They discussed their proposal with the board, with sketches of the site.  Ford Stevenson advised them to work with Ken Pratt of   or his CEO successor on requirements for submission of a complete application.
Tom Gilbert of the Maine Bureau of Forestry, explained the Statewide standards for timber harvesting and associated activities in the shoreland zone.  There are three options for a municipality when considering Statewide timber harvesting standards.  Tom will send examples of Memorandums of Understanding for Option 2.  To have the State enforce timber harvesting standards in the shoreland zone, we must remove all wording of timber harvesting in our ordinance, except to reference the Statewide standards.  The town does not have the expertise to enforce timber harvesting.  The town would still be responsible for other clearing of vegetation for other uses, such as residential building.  Our ordinance would reflect that.  McLaughlin moved that the planning board recommend adopting the Statewide timber harvesting standards to allow the Bureau of Forestry to enforce the standards.  Duplisea seconded.  The motion was approved unanimously.  McLaughlin will work on wording changes in the ordinance for Town meeting.

Duplisea moved to accept the report from the PB to be included in the Town Report.  Emery seconded.  The motion was approved unanimously.

With nothing left on the agenda, the meeting was adjourned.
