Minutes
Wayne Planning Board Meeting
May 3, 2017

Board members present:  Steve McLaughlin, Reed Lee, Seth Emery, and Ford Stevenson.  Alternates Kristin Angell and Laura Briggs were also present.
Others present:  CEO Ken Pratt, Ken and Martha Bate, Marcin Gawron and Tom Kennison
Acting chairman Steve McLaughlin opened the meeting (Mr. Stevenson’s arrival was slightly delayed).
The following matters were considered, and actions taken:
1. Gawron Special Exception Permit:  Mr. Pratt reported that the applicant had provided  documentation that he had notified the necessary abutters of his special exception permit application as required by the ordinance.  Ken and Martha Bate, abutters, attended the meeting, stating that any questions they had concerning the application had been answered.  Ms. Briggs asked if substantially all of the proposed sales would occur indoors; Mr. Gawron said yes.  It was moved and seconded (members Emery and Lee, respectively) to grant the special exception permit with the usual and customary conditions; the motion was unanimously approved by  Board members.  Mr. McLaughlin clarified with Mr. Pratt that an actual written permit is issued by the Code Enforcement Officer, and asked him to send Planning Board members a copy of the proposed Special Exception Permit.

2. Verrill Subdivision, Strickland Ferry Road:  Mr. Tom Kennison appeared for the applicant, submitting an Application for Subdivision Review, including copies of a preliminary plan, for a four lot subdivision proposed on land located on the Strickland Ferry Road in Wayne.  Mr. Kennison went over the application and the plan with the Board and requested a finding that the application was complete.  Mr. Stevenson noted that  Article IX, Section K, paragraph 5 of the Wayne Zoning Ordinance requires certain minimum setbacks for structures from the parcel lines,  consisting of 100 feet from the front, and 100 feet from the sides, which were different than presently shown on the preliminary plan.  Mr.  Kennison agreed to amend the plan to show those setbacks.  Mr. McLaughlin asked if the language proposed to be used for any restrictive covenants could be placed in the deeds to lots, as well as noted on the plan; Mr. Kennison agreed.  Ms. Briggs asked if the language proposed to be used for restrictive covenants in the deeds could be provided;  Mr. Kennison agreed.  
Mr. Kennison stated that the restrictions with regard to the “open space” designated on the plan, which is proposed to be owned by the lot owners as tenants in common, would be included in the deed; no lot owners’ association is proposed.  Ms. Briggs noted that the language proposed to be included in the deed with respect to the open space had not been provided, and questioned whether the application could be considered complete without that language. Mr. Kennison said an attorney had been asked to draft that language and that it could be provided to the CEO shortly. The application appeared complete in all other respects.  It was moved and seconded to find the application complete except  for  the proposed deed language with respect to the open space, and to give Mr. Kennison  until May 10, 2017 to provide the proposed deed language to the CEO; the motion was unanimously passed by the Board members.   Mr. Pratt agreed to forward the proposed deed language dealing with the open space to the board members and alternates upon receipt from Mr. Kennison.
Board members scheduled a site visit at the property for Wednesday, May 10, 2017 at 6:30 pm.  Mr. McLaughlin will notify Mr. Duplessis.
If the proposed language to be included in the deed with respect to the open space is provided to the CEO by Mr. Kennison on or before May 10, 2017, the Board directed Mr. Pratt to schedule a Public Hearing on the Subdivision Application for Wednesday, June 7, 7:00 pm, immediately preceding the regularly scheduled Planning Board Meeting.  Mr. Kennison will notify abutters as required by the Ordinance.
3.  Progress on preparation of Zoning Map:  Ken Pratt reported that the Selectmen believed it too rushed to attempt to propose adoption of the zoning map for the June town meeting.  The Town Manager is arranging for representatives of the map company to meet with members of the Planning Board at its regular meeting on June 7, 2017, after the Public Hearing on the Verrill Subdivision.

4. Proposed Revision of Subdivision Application:  The proposed revision of the subdivision application provided by Mr. McLaughlin was discussed.  Ms. Briggs proposed several changes, and agreed to provide a copy of the application including her suggested amendments, underlined, to all for consideration at the next meeting. 

Other business:

Given the lateness of the hour, the Board delayed any discussion of possible ordinance changes, noting that such changes might be proposed for action by the town at the time any proposed zoning map is acted upon.
Mr. Stevenson updated the Board on the current state of the discussion on the Pettingill property, after which the meeting was adjourned.
