a. Sustain Wayne: Wayne Village Visioning Session Sunday Nov. 19th 2pm-4pm at Ladd Recreation Center.
b. Final Update on Lovejoy Pond Road Reconstruction Project.
c. The Town Manager and Emergency Management Director completed Form 7: Maine Emergency Management Agency Damage and Injury Assessment and submitted to Kennebec County Emergency Management Agency.
d. FEMA approved our waiver $5000 for the generator at Ladd Rec. Rec. Stephanie pointed out need for servicing and new battery annually.
e. [bookmark: _GoBack]Paving at Ladd Recreation Center created an unsafe step at door entrance. A line painting person will paint the entrance step at Ladd Recreation center for free.
f. Fire Chief concerned about liability risk when volunteer firefighters giving out and installing smoke detectors in homes. Town Manager had town attorney draw up a draft waiver. When presented to the Board, it was realized the draft wasn’t adequate and Town Manager will ask for another draft. Tabled until next meeting.
g. The Board moved to hire EK Electric and Bruen Construction to work on project to install an electric outlet box at the Mill Pond footbridge area, and whatever money can be raised to pay for it will be acceptable. (Welsh/Lamarche) (5/0) 

Board Member Reports: 

a. Stephanie Haines gave an update from Transfer Station committee meeting, that they are considering the option of accepting only clear trash bags.
b. Stephanie Haines asked when the auditors are coming to audit the office. Town Manager said they cancelled again this month and will be here next month.
c. Gary Kenny asked if blinking lights on new village signs could be less intense for easier reading. Town manager to look into it.
