Minutes
Wayne Planning Board Meeting
March 7, 2018


Board members present:  Ford Stevenson, Reed Lee, Stephen McLaughlin.  Alternate Laura Briggs was also present.

Others present:  CEO Ken Pratt and the Town Manager

New Business:  Mr. Pratt explained that he had circulated the Clark permit application materials to Board members simply to keep them informed of a proposed expansion of a nonconforming structure on a nonconforming lot in the shoreland zone, which projects tend to result in many questions and comments from the public.  Ms. Briggs pointed out that the ordinance, if applied strictly as written, appears to prohibit expansion of this nonconforming structure because the application to expand does not meet all other ordinance standards  (the structure failing not only the average high water mark setback but also the lot on which it is located failing lot frontage and minimum lot size standards for the shoreland zone).  Mr. Pratt noted that the relevant language, which has its origin in the state minimum standards language, is not typically applied strictly as written by the state or apparently  elsewhere.  Various Board members expressed concern with whether the proposed expansion could meet the ordinance limitation on the amount of non-vegetative space, whether the applicant was proposing to create, increase or alter a foundation under the existing structure which could invoke additional requirements under the ordinance, how proposed deck space could change the request, and whether the project would be in compliance with VIII(C)(2)(a)(1)(e), prohibiting expansion greater than 20’ along a line parallel to the shore.  Mr. Pratt will continue to review the proposal with the applicant.

Old Business:  The Board reviewed the draft zoning map.  Certain misspellings were corrected.  The Board compared the Resource Protection areas shown on the draft map with an earlier zoning map.  The acquifer area had been added on the proposed map, but a number of areas which were formerly shown as resource protection were not shown as such.  Many of those areas were added to the draft map.  The Town Manager will ask the drafter to revise the draft map to include the areas shown as resource protection on the earlier map, and to explain (and perhaps decrease) the size of the resource protection area to the east of the acquifer shown as resource protection on the draft map.  The Board discussed the advisability of changing the ordinance requirements regarding the resource protection area including 250 feet around the edge of  certain wetlands, but decided to proceed simply to have the draft map adopted by the Town without addressing  the definition of the resource protection zone  at this time.    Mr. McLaughlin mentioned language which had apparently been approved by the Town describing the Village Residential zone in North Wayne, which did not appear to support that zone as shown on the draft map, and which was most awkwardly drafted.  The Board decided to ask the Town to delete that language (which had apparently never been inserted in the ordinance itself), and to describe the Village Residential zone “ as it is shown on the map”, or to come up with alternative language describing it to be inserted in the ordinance itself at a March 28th workshop scheduled for Planning Board members to work on the draft map and possible ordinance changes.  The ordinance contains few descriptions of the various zones, and the Board decided certain zones should be described  ”as shown on the zoning map”.  A workshop was scheduled for March 28 for the Board to continue to work on checking the draft map and various proposed changes to the ordinance, with a view to having both ready to present to the Town at the annual meeting in June this year.  Mr. McLaughlin has incorporated the various changes the Board has already discussed, showing the additions and deletions, and will make that available to Board members prior to the workshop meeting.

Mr. Pratt provided a copy of the 2018 Maine Planning and Land Use Laws quick reference guide booklets, one copy of which will be available at the Town office, and one copy of which will held by Ms. Briggs. Mr. Pratt also has a copy.

The meeting ended at approximately 9:30 pm.
