(At the workshop held on March 28, 2018, the members present acknowledged that sufficient time did not exist between now and the annual town meeting in June to allow the Planning Board to come up with language addressing certain issues with the present ordinance, namely the issue of “mining” in  R 1 and/or other zones, structures in the Shoreland zone, and the advisability of a second or additional way to determine the high water mark  of Androscoggin Lake.)
